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Common Core/PARCC Resolution

Whereas, the Grant Parish School Board completely supports raising standards and rigor to
increase student academic achievement; and

Whereas, the Grant Parish School Board recognizes the efforts of all employees, parents and
students to embrace the Common Core State Standards (CCSS) and prepare for the 2014/2015
administration of the Partnership for Assessment of Readiness for college and Careers Test
(PARCC); and

Whereas, the Grant Parish School Board believes a strong partnership between the system and
the home is a tremendous complement to providing a quality education for students; and

Whereas, the Grant Parish School Board has faithfully implemented the CCSS as legally required
and understands the PARCC test will be given in Louisiana to assess student knowledge of those
standards; and

Whereas, the Grant Parish School Board realizes some parents may opt their children out of the
PARCC test; and

Whereas, the Grant Parish School Board understands that a zero (0) will be assigned through
the accountability model to districts, schools, and teachers for every child that has been opted
out; and

Whereas, the Grant Parish School Board realizes that an assigned zero (0) will have a negative
impact on students, teachers, schools, districts, public opinion and morale; and

Be it resolved, the Grant Parish School Board requests a transition period of at least two years
to implement higher standards; and

Be it further resolved, the Grant Parish School Board requests a strategic and cohesive state
curriculum framework as a guide for local districts (grade level by grade level, unit by unit, with
sample activities and properly vetted resources for teachers) during and beyond the two year
transition period; and



Be it further resolved, the Grant Parish School Board requests a listing of electronic and printed
instructional resources that support properly vetted, researched-based, higher standards
during and beyond the two year transition period; and

Be it further resolved, the Grant Parish School Board requests the development of baseline
data to ensure valid measurements of student achievement can occur beyond the two year
transition period ; and

Therefore, the members of the Grant Parish School Board do hereby request that the Louisiana
Board of Elementary and Secondary Education adopt a policy amending the State’s
accountability guidelines to remove any sanctions upon students, teachers, schools, or districts
that would result from PARCC testing performance in the 2014/15 school year.

) Purpose
In response to the identified need for increasing the number of health care professionals in rural areas
Pinecrest Supports and Services Center, Grant Parish School Board, and Rapides Parish School Board agree
to cooperate to develop and host a health career exploration program for high school students, known as
“A-HEC of a Summer”.

Period
This agreement shall be in effect for the duration of the program dates as agreed upon between Central
Louisiana Area Health Education Center, Pinecrest Supports and Services Center Program Supervisor, and
the Grant Parish Educator.

Responsibilities
The role of Pinecrest Supports and Services for the 2015 “AHEC of a Summer” health careers exploration
program includes, but is not limited to, the following:

Designation of a staff health care professional to serve as the hospital’s Program Contact. This
person should assist with the recruitment of departments to serve as student department
rotations, recruit a mentor from each hospital department and serve as daily contact person for
students and department staff (approximately 15 hours per week during program), and distribute
and collect the mentor evaluations at the completion of the program.

The role of Central Louisiana Area Health Education Center (CLAHEC) includes, but is not limited to, the
following:

Provide CPR instruction and certification to student participants and provide classroom for instruction.

Provide HIPAA training to student participants prior to the first day of the program and provide your
facility with student training documentation.

Arrive on the facility every morning to distribute the student participants to the appropriate day’s
rotation.

Coordination of “A-HEC of a Summer” program planning, schedule, implementation, and evaluation.

Development and printing of program guidelines.



Coordination of program publicity.

Provide scrub suit uniforms and stethoscopes to program participants.

Provide course outline and content for elective credit request to Program Educator.

Provide educational materials to the student participants as well as the department mentors.

Coordinate “Family Orientation”, “Awards & Recognition” events; conduct one (1) site visit during
the program.

The role of Grant Parish School Board includes, but is not limited to, the following:

Funding for teacher stipend in the amount of $1,300.00. Invoice will be issued prior to the
beginning of the program.

Submit request for one-half (24) unit of high school credit for participants completing the program.
Assist CLAHEC with recruiting students.

The role of Rapides Parish School Board includes, but is not limited to, the following:
Submit request for one-half (22) unit of high school credit for participants completing the program.

Assist CLAHEC with recruiting students.
